 MCA Board of Director Meeting Minutes September, 18th 2010
Meeting called to order at 9:05 am.   Present: Thomas Rehmeier,  Bob Howe, Ed Baur, CJ Armenta, Tim Campbell, and Bruce Cantwell.     Absent:  John Sutton, Tony Rich, and Nathan Swinger- This represented a Quorum. 
Next meeting date set for December 19h, at 10am.  (Later changed by agreement to January 22nd)
Bob Howe presented the minutes from the June 2010 meeting.  The minutes were approved with corrections. 
Officer Elections: The following officers were elected to serve the 2010-2011 term.  All offices were uncontested.

President: Thomas Rehmeier

Vice President: Bruce Cantwell

Secretary: Bob Howe

Treasurer: Nathaniel Fast

Membership Report: Nathaniel Fast has been acting as Membership Chair/Treasurer, but has recently moved to Kansas City and has decreased his activity in chess.  The Board has greatly appreciated his assistance, but a desire for a more active membership chair was brought up.  Ed Baur agreed to take over this responsibility started ASAP.  Thomas R moves to name Ed Baur membership Chair, Tim Campbell 2nds, approved.

Old Business: 

Scholastic Championship:  Ed Baur reports the 2011 Scholastic Championship is set for the last weekend of February.  It will be held at the same location as the past two years in Jefferson City.    The Denker tournament and the All Girls Championship will be held in the same location in March.   After some discussion the board recommended the Denker tournament be USCF rated, as it is a tournament among just the more serious players and is awarding a spot in the USCF championship tournament.
Player of the Year:  The Player of the Year award system was discussed.  The system was positively received by many players, but due to the Saint Louis Area having a significantly more active chess schedule, the system in place clearly favored those players.    The idea of eliminating 1st,2nd,3rd, and replacing it with a winner in each region was considered.  No formal decision was made at this time.

New Business:

2011 Class: Bob Howe reported the Class Championships are tentatively set for July 2nd-3rd.  The same location in Columbia.  The format change for the novice section didn’t improve numbers and will probably be discontinued.
State Championships:  2011 Mo Open and Invitational.  The new format of dividing the MO Open and Invitational was seen to be mostly a success.  The Amateur Championship running alongside the Invitational had an excellent turnout, but the Missouri Open numbers were down.   Thomas will look at scheduling the two events further apart.   The Missouri Open will remain in Columbia, likely in October, while Thomas will discuss options with the chess club before setting the Invitational.   There was some discussion about holding the Invitational in a more central location.  This is seen as a valid concern, but the Chess Club offered excellent accommodations which are hard to pass up.
Tim Campbell has been working with and running scholastic events at the Parkade Center in Columbia.  The facility is interested in hosting bigger events, and has asked about events like the Missouri Open.  Tim will continue to look into this option.
